· The importance of neighbouring regions (job of the organs attached to the alimentary canal)

· The following vocabulary: digestion, salivary glands, teeth, oesophagus, stomach, duodenum, liver, gall bladder, pancreas, duodenum, small intestine, villi, large intestine, rectum, faeces, mucous, peristalsis, alimentary canal, hydrochloric acid, amylase, protease (pepsin), bile, lipase, acidic pH, neutral pH, glucose, carbohydrate, protein, amino acid, fatty acids (or lipids), enzymes, anus.
You may add any additional information.
